ABSTRACT

Dunayevskyi Ye. Aarchitecture evolution of Orthodox Christians churches and
complexes during the independence period of Ukraine. — The qualifying scientific work
as a manuscript.

The introduction reveals the relevance of the research topic, assesses the state of
its development, formulates the purpose, tasks, object, subject, and methods of the
research, highlights the scientific novelty, theoretical and practical significance of the
obtained results, and provides the number of publications on the topic of the
dissertation.

Part I. “Prerequisites and Present State of the Art of Orthodox Christians
Church Building Research”. The part is devoted to the study, generalisation and
structuring of the research works on sacred topic. The historical features and the current
state of Orthodoxy development in Ukraine are identified and considered. The analysis
of the national historical and modern experience of designing churches and temple
complexes was carried out as well as the analysis of foreign architecture of Orthodox
Christians churches and complexes. Based on the analysis, the internal and external,
positive and negative factors in the development of sacred typology, and the trends in
modern Ukrainian church building were formed.

In the first paragraph “Analysis and generalization of research works on the
research problem”, based on the analysis and generalization of professional literature
and research works, Ukrainian scientists whose scientific works directly had an impact
on the dissertation research were identified, such as: T. Bulychova, O. Vodotyka, N.
Plakhotna, R. Lpuga, A. Borys, K. Holubchak, Lviv, 2018, Y. Kryvoruchko. Based on
the study of these research papers, it was found that the analysis of the regional

peculiarities of the design of churches and temple buildings in Ukraine was carried out
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in detail, but there is a lack of experience generalisation of modern sacred architecture
throughout Ukraine for the past 30 years.

The works of scientists were also analyzed in such areas as: theory and history of
architecture; art history, aesthetics, symbolism, traditions, canonics; religiology and
philosophical schools of thought.

In the second paragraph “Historical features and current state of Orthodox
Christians architecture development in Ukraine”, the historical analysis of the
evolution of sacred buildings and structures is carried out, and the main historical
periods of the formation of wooden and stone temple construction are formed.

The national churches and complexes that ruined completely and/or partially in
the 1930s were analysed; there is a list of buildings that have already been restored
according to the State Programme “Restoration of historical and cultural monuments of
Ukraine in 1999”; a list of churches that are still awaiting to be restored according to
this programme; and a proposed list of churches that need to be included into the
restoration programme immediately.

In the third paragraph “The Impact of Social and Political Factors and
Development Trends of Orthodoxy Christianity in Ukraine”, the impact analyses of
social and political factors on the development trends of Orthodoxy Christianity in
Ukraine was carried out, the interaction of the church with the society and the state was
established, and some functions of Ukraine modern church were identified: cultural and
sacred, artistic and aesthetic, symbolic and cosmological, social and political. The
statistical analysis of the religious level in the regions of Ukraine, based on the materials
of the Razumkov Social and Research Centre, was conducted, and it was found that the
total number of believers who consider themselves Orthodox Christians is more 70%.

In the fourth paragraph, “World Experience in the Design, Construction and
Operation of Orthodox Churches and Complexes” the world experience of temple
building, which includes the churches of World Orthodoxy Christianity of the following
countries: Poland, Serbia, Albania, Montenegro, Bosnia and Herzegovina, Romania,

Bulgaria, Greece, Cyprus, Georgia, Armenia, Belarus, and russia; and the architecture
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of Orthodox churches and complexes of the Western Ukrainian diaspora in the USA,
Canada and Australia, were collected and analysed.

It is found that, unlike the national one, the main feature of the world experience
in designing modern sacred buildings and temple complexes is their flexibility and
multifunctionality, which is reflected in the additional spiritual and religious functions
to provide various areas of public activity.

In the fifth paragraph “Local design, construction and operation experience of
Orthodox churches and complexes” the analysis of local design experience of sacred
buildings made it possible to identify practicing architects who are the leaders on the
number of constructed and designed churches and complexes. Based on the results of
the interviews, the catalogue of the personalities whose activities are related to the
design and restoration of sacred buildings in the territory of modern Ukraine since the
independence has been carried out. The periodisation of modern sacred architecture has
been developed and the trends in the modern design of churches and temple complexes
have been identified that reveal the essence of the modern Ukrainian Orthodox church.

Part II “Methodological research principles of the architectural organisation
of Orthodox churches and complexes” involves the use of research methods that form
the methodological apparatus of this study. The main factors influencing the
architectural formation of Orthodox churches and complexes are identified. The revised
classification of sacred buildings is proposed according to the main features, taking into
account the modern trends.

In the first paragraph “General Methodology and Stages of Scientific Research”
there is the basic methodological apparatus of scientific research, which consists of the
following stages: the consideration of the potential grounds and study of the problem
sources; the influence of complex factors on the development trends; the definition of
the basic methodological apparatus; the identification of typological features,
classification, and main techniques; the formation of design principles; the formation of
a theoretical model and practical recommendations. The emphasis is on the interview

method, the answers influenced the formation of the principles of sacred buildings
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organisation; and the design documentation of temple buildings contributed to the
prospects formation for temple construction development.

In the second paragraph “Research methodology of the factors influence on the
architectural and planning solution of Orthodox church” the following main impact
factors on modern Ukrainian sacred buildings are developed: socio-demographic,
utility, engineering and construction, landscape, sacred, urban planning, natural and
climatic, architectural and planning, cultural and geographical, artistic and stylistic. By
means of the cultural and geographical factor, the author reveals the characteristic
features of the formation of the nation’s self-realisation and the national mentality of the
Ukrainian people’s psychotype.

The third paragraph “The influence of design solutions on the space structure of
Orthodox church” reveals that there is a tendency to use modern building materials and
design solutions in the design of sacred buildings and structures. The influence of
design features on the building appearance is established to provide a wide range of
architectural and space solutions.

In the fourth paragraph “Classification of Orthodox churches and complexes”
the author proposes an improved classification of churches and complexes according to
the following main features: the compositional and space scheme; the sort of the
faithful;, the functional content; the functional zoning of the general plan; the
typological criterion; the capacity criterion; the location in the settlement system; the
development degree of the recreational area; the stylistic direction and structural
scheme. The essence of new or improved classification parameters is revealed.

In the fifth paragraph “Grounded method of the capacity parameter and its
impact on the functional and planning organisation” the functional composition of the
territory of Orthodox complexes, divided by two main parameters — capacity and
location, is analysed. Using the method of functional and structural analysis, the main
functional groups of a church complex are identified: liturgical, educational,
recreational, leisure, social assistance, administrative, commercial, residential, medical,
catering, household, technical, utility, production and shelter/universal hall. By means

of the analysis of existing temple complexes, it was possible to identify the functional
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groups that are necessary for any building capacity and a list of additional important
functions which the author proposes to supplement the compulsory list for any temple.

In Part 11l “Formation Peculiarities of Modern Orthodox Architecture in
Ukraine” the principles and methods of architectural and space-planning structure are
formulated; there are the practical recommendations on the functional composition of
the territory of the general plan and the planning scheme of churches and temple
complexes. The theoretical model of the Ukrainian modern TC has been developed and
the strategic directions for the further development of modern sacred buildings and
structures in Ukraine have been identified.

The first paragraph “Urban planning features of the organisation of sacred
churches and complexes” contains the recommendation aspects for the selection of the
site and zoning of the territory’s general plan: to take into account the multifunctional
use of the TC’s site; the location and dimensions of the site should meet the needs of the
community; to take into account the connection of premises; to provide the accessibility
of the visitors; to provide for the possibility of complex territory developing.

The functional scheme of the TC’s general plan has been developed, which
identifies such zones as: entrance, utility, recreational, sports, memorial, charitable,
temple, administrative, household and educational. The author also proposes the
methods of landscape improvement of the temple complex based on the the symbols
“14 Stations of Jesus Christ™.

In the second paragraph “Formation of the architectural and planning structure
of Orthodox churches and complexes”, the author presents a recommendatory
functional and planning scheme for the organisation of temple complexes, which
involves all the necessary groups of premises that can be included in the structure of the
building, namely: sacred block; social block; service block; technical block; utility
block; administrative block; entrance group of premises; premises of the bomb shelter.
The main connections and interactions between the proposed blocks are identified.

In the third paragraph “Architectural and Compositional Techniques for the
Formation of Temples and Temple Complexes”, the author formulates the space

compositional techniques for placing the sacred core in the structure of a temple
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complex: built-in; blocked; built-in-attached; blocks concentrated around the sacred
core; separately located; pavilion. The recommendations for the use of space and
architectural-artistic expressiveness based on the symbolic interpretation of a temple are
developed. The recommended means of introducing environmentally active and energy-
saving technologies into the structure of a modern temple complex are presented.

The fourth paragraph “Organization principles of the architectural, planning
and space structure of Orthodox churches and complexes” formulates the basic
principles of modern Orthodox churches and complexes: the principle of heeredity
(individual conception content of Ukrainian national identity); the principle of planning
and compositional variability (providing with all the functions taking into account the
needs and changes in society); the principle of interconnection between the territory and
sacred content (the expressing of the sacred in the outdoors and indoors improvement of
TC); the principle of an individual design method (transforming the architect’s spiritual
and emotional state into the architectural and compositional structure of a sacred
building); the principle of integration into architectural modernity.

In the fifth paragraph “Modern development directions of sacred architecture”
the author develops a theoretical model of a modern Ukrainian temple complex, the
structure of which consists of the main factors and relevant requirements that must be
achieved during the construction of a sacred building.

The promising directions among the modern heritage of completed and
conceptual projects of sacred buildings and structures in Ukraine are selected. The main
requirements for creating an architectural and space model of a modern Ukrainian
Orthodox church are proposed. There are the following ones among them: the
immutability principle (a number of features that have developed from the design
experience and they are compulsory components of any sacred buildings), the principle
of change (a number of features based on the analysis of modern architectural heritage;
the interviews with practicing architects; analysis of architects’ graphic material).
